Councillor Towler reported that more volunteers are still needed for the Picnic on the Park in particular with stewarding and general litter-picking.

16.The Village –

Councillor Kerkham stated that the delivery of mail within the village is very erratic.  The Clerk had received a telephone call from a parishioner with regard to this and a complaint put on the Royal Mail web-site.  It would appear that postal workers have been redeployed to other areas.  The Clerk will write to the Head Postmaster at Austin Fields and Lord Howard will be contacted.

Councillor Milne requested that the Parish Council should revisit proposals through ‘The Big Conversation’ and refresh the parish plan.  It was proposed that a sub-committee should be elected to take this forward.  Councillors Malik, Morrison, Milne and Towler will take on this responsibility.

17.Village Hall –

Councillors had been circulated with the e-mail from the Chairman of the Village Hall Committee stating that they are implementing two suggestions but did not propose to replace the bin with bags.  They are looking into obtaining a smaller bin.

Councillors Kerkham, Towler and Kilham will hopefully attend their next meeting on 23rd May and report back to the Parish Council on 7th June when the position will be reviewed as to the way forward.
